What a year 2008 turned out to be for Lancashire Juniors! 

Firstly in April the Lancashire Juniors once again challenged a junior team from Cheshire and retained the challenge trophy.

In May we had representatives shooting for the Northern Counties against East Midlands. 

In June the Lancashire Junior Championships was well attended and we must once again thank Rochdale for the use of their facilities. 

In July the Junior National Fita Star and Junior National Championships were held. Once again juniors from Lancashire were successful with individual successes, a second place for our compound team, and our best result for many years for the recurve team. One of our juniors was invited to shoot for the England team at both the Junior FITA Star and the National Indoor Championships. 

In both Clout and Target Competitions there have been claims for national records.

There have also been an impressive number of claims Rose Awards,  Tassel Awards and FITA stars as well as personal improvements in scores achieved. Well done to all who have shot during this year.

At the 5 Counties match in Penrith in October our recurve boys team won for the first time in the history of the tournament shooting in appalling weather conditions which led to the shoot being stopped after 6 dozen arrows had been shot.

The squad sessions for this winter are now underway and it is pleasing to see some new juniors joining the squad.
